Pier Ugo Calzolari was born in Bologna (Italy) in 1938. He studied at the University of Bologna where he graduated in 1962 with a laurea in Electronic Engineering. 

Ab initio he was concerned in the field of semiconductor device physics and modelling. Further research subjects were the dynamic behaviour of integrated circuits, the characterisation and the measurements of integrated circuits and the photovoltaic energy conversion.

He was professor of Radiotechnics at the Engineering Faculty of the University of Bologna since 1964, and since 1968 he was in charge of the course of Semiconductor Technology.

Full professor of Applied Electronics in 1979.

Responsible for many years of the doctorship courses in Electronics and Computer Science of the University of Bologna. 

Head of the Department of Electronics and Computer Science (DEIS) of the University of Bologna 1988-1994.

Member of the Academic Senate of the University of Bologna 1991-1996.

Member of the Administrative Council of the Foundation Alma Mater of the University of Bologna 1997-2000.

Responsible of the International Relations of the University of Bologna since 1994.

Responsible of the Italian branch of EUROFORM, an association of Universities and enterprises present in Spain, France, Ireland, Germany, Austria, Portugal and Italy and born to promote advanced training initiatives in the field of microelectronics. 

Chairman of the Scientific Committee of EUROFORM 1994-98.

Co-ordinator and scientific responsible of the Transnational Research Training Institute (1996-98), a network of 27 European universities organised to manage the microelectronic project in the frame of the Human Capital and Mobility Programme of the European Union.

Member of the scientific committees of various scientific organisations, President of the Scientific Committee of the Institute MASPEC of CNR (Parma). 

Expert member of the Italian delegation at the Committee of the Information Technology Programme (ESPRIT) of the UE.

Since November 2000 he was the Rector of the University of Bologna. After the quinquennium 2000-2005, on May 2005, he was re-elected up to 2009.

Ever since he has been awarded honorary degrees from different Universities: Glasgow University (2001); St. Petersburg University (2003); Montréal University (2004), Universiti Teknologi Malaysia (2007), Alexander Dubcek University - Trencin (2007), Ricardo Palma University – Lima (2008).

In the period from September 2004 to 2009 he has been member of the Presidential Board of the Italian Conference of Rectors (CRUI) and CRUI delegate for International Relations. 

He has been member of the Collegium of the Magna Charta Observatory (for the four-year period 2007/2011).

Expert member of the EU Regulatory Committee for Executive Agencies.

He has been member of the Administrative Board of IAU (International Association of Universities, the UNESCO-based worldwide association of higher education institutions) from 2008 to 2012. He accepted to act as the Vice President and Treasurer of the Association and took on the Chair of a joint IAU-MCO Working Group which, over the past 2 years worked to draft Guidelines for an Institutional Code of Ethics in Higher Education
In June 2010 he received the title of "Honorary Professor" by Suleyman Demirel University in Isparta, Turkey, and in the same month he joined the Scientific Council of the University Paris-Est in Paris.
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
