Post Communist Transition and European Integration Processes

IX International Summer School- Cervia 31th August-13th September 2003

Description
The Europe and the Balkans International Network – Centre for Eastern  European and Balkans Studies organises the IX Summer School for 40 post-graduate students, 30 from Central and Eastern Europe and the Balkans, 10 from the European Union and overseas. The official language will be English.

Programme

The training period will last 2 weeks and cover 2 units of studies, corresponding to two main study areas: 1) Political institutions and Human Rights; 2) Enlargement, economic integration and sustainable development. Lectures are intended to offer a deep analysis of the political and economic integration processes in the European Union, of the EU fundamental principles, of the pre-requisites to become its members and, from a comparative perspective, of the characteristics of the political and economic systems in the post-communist Balkan transition.

The participants from Central and Eastern Europe and the Balkans will benefit from a grant that covers both the course fees and accommodation expenses. As for the travel expenses, a contribution will be offered.

30th June 2003 is the strict deadline set for receipt of the properly completed Application Form, along with a copy of the CV and a letter of references by one of the professors of the University attended.

A European Space of Justice

Training of judges from Croatia and ex-Yugoslavia financed by European Commission.

The "Centro per l'Europa Centro Orientale e Balcanica" (CECOB) is implementing a project financed by the European Commission for the training of judges from Croatia and the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia in order to harmonise the judicial system of those countries with that of the European Union countries.
The aim of the project will be reached through the organisation of a long distance course for judges from Eastern European countries that will permit the participating judges (operating within those countries) to approach a European space of justice, the creation of a new flexible training instrument for the training of other judges in the area. This instrument is represented by a CD-ROM that will offer both the Universities and the Institutions involved a new and reliable training module that will make it possible to reform the systems utilised for the training of the present and future judges, the creation of an International network of experts in judicial fields.
