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Abstract
    There are some new and interesting results for the study of Chinese ancient ceramics and metallurgy in these years. It was found that the proto-porcelain was made during Shang and Zhou dynasties not only in South China, but also in North China, and the white porcelain originated from celadon in China in fact. At the same time, the relationship between Ru kiln in North Song dynasty and the kiln of tiger cave in South Song dynasty, which was confirmed as Xiulisi official kiln, was introduced. At last, it was shown how to discriminate the true and false of white and blue porcelain of Yuan-Ming-Qing dynasties according to the analyses of the Fe/Mn ratio in the Cobalt material. 
    My co-operators, Prof. Dong Yawei and Zhou Weirong visited about 30 Museum and studies a lot of new excavated bronze vessels, and then show the developing process of the Chinese ancient casting technique based on pottery model. It is very important and interesting that they proved there is no the lost-wax casting technique at the Bronze age in China.
