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What does it mean “upgrading history”? 

In order to tell the past once again, but from a 
different point of view, we need to use new 
technologies.

WWI was a huge event, which affected both 
the destinies of national governments and the 
life of common people.

Upgrading History, based on two separate 
platforms (StoryMaps and EVT) allows an 
unconventional reading of eight war diaries 
written by private soldiers, in Italian and 
French, and some letters reporting the first 
drafts of the poems of Isaac Rosenberg.
